What is a Domestic Abuse Champion?

Domestic Abuse Champions are seen as the leads for domestic abuse issues within their agency. Champions are trained to develop knowledge on asking, responding, and supporting people affected by domestic abuse, and to use their knowledge to help their colleagues to respond effectively and appropriately. 

Why do we need Domestic Abuse Champions? 

Research tells us that domestic abuse victims can go to as many as five agencies before they find appropriate help, advice, and support. By having Domestic Abuse Champions in many agencies, the aim is to dramatically reduce this number and provide a more joined up approach. To work effectively with victim / survivors and to ensure their safety, practitioners need to have a common understanding of the issues and the ability to co-ordinate their efforts to work more efficiently. We need to disseminate a good understanding of domestic abuse among practitioners in all agencies in a way that ensures that the information is up to date and of good quality.
Domestic Abuse Champion’s role & responsibilities
· Act as an access point for Domestic Abuse support information and guidance within your organisation – but not to take on all domestic abuse cases!
· Keep up to date and access information on referral pathways and services for your local area.
· Cascade information in relation to domestic abuse awareness in your organisation.
· Ensure your colleagues are aware of the champions role and how to contact you for guidance.
· Ensure that information such as posters, or website content, is displayed for potential victims to access, where able.
· Attend network meetings and refresher training, where possible.
· Contribute to the effectiveness of the DA Champions role by providing feedback to the network in relation to training and development needs.
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
